What are the agency’s reasons for adopting this rule? 
The amendment will update the Department’s rules governing wheeled all-terrain vehicles. The 
amendment will update the applicable rules so that wheeled all-terrain vehicles no longer need to be 
retitled after being modified for on-road use. This rule change will ease compliance for customers and 
reduce administrative burden. The amended rules also feature several technical clean-ups.
